Reporting to the Director of Pharmacy, the 
Pharmacist will be responsible for providing clinical pharmacy services for the purpose of achieving positive health 
outcomes to improve patients’ quality of life. 
 
Responsibilities: 

• Providing pharmaceutical care as part of a multi-disciplinary team, including medication reconciliation 
and therapeutic drug monitoring. 

• Reviewing physician’s orders, creating and maintaining computerized patient medication profiles, 
reviewing drug information and adverse drug reaction reporting. 

• Directing and teaching both staff and patients.  
• Develop and provide input on the development of order sets and protocols. 
• Required to share on-call duties to handle emergency problems and issues. 
• Participate in committees as requested.
